Send Relief works through churches and 
volunteers to help many hurting people. They 
help people who are poor and hungry. They help 
find loving homes for kids who either don’t have 
parents or whose parents can’t take care of them. They help people who come 
to North America from other countries looking for safety and a better life to 
learn our ways and language. They also help people who have su�ered from 
disasters like tornadoes, hurricanes, floods or fire.

Send Relief volunteers show all hurting people the love and compassion of 
Jesus. They tell them that Jesus is their friend and help them become 
Christians. That is the best thing of all.

God created the world 
and everything in it, He 
made it perfect?

After we repent and believe, God’s 
Spirit comes to live inside us and 
help us live as God wants us to live.

But this doesn’t mean people automatically go to heaven. First, we must ask God to forgive 
us of our sins and then turn away from our sin. We call that repenting. We also must believe 
that Jesus is God’s Son, that He paid the punishment for our sins and then rose from the 
dead. We must repent and believe.

God doesn’t want us to be unhappy and 
separated from Him forever, so He 
made a plan. He sent His Son Jesus to 
take the punishment for our sin by 
dying on a cross.
